1808. Nov 18th, Hannah Nelson born, father Rodney Nelson (mc/mp).

1822. About, Andrew married Hannah Nelson in OH (mc/mp).

1825. Andrew and Hannah moved the Michigan Territory, had a farm near Berlin MI in Ottawa Co, about 15 miles northwest of Grand Rapids MI. He built a log house and barn with rail fences. Berlin MI named changed in the 1940s to Marne MI (mc/mp; mc/sp).

1863/64. Possible: A Sherman a harness maker of Lamont MI (MI Gazetteer & Business Directory p374).

1865. Andrew went to Canada to live with his son Joseph

1867. Andrew Sherman died Tilsonburg, Ontario Canada (mc/mp). 7 Children:

1. Adna/Adney7 Sherman born 1823, perhaps in OH (mc/mp; SD p59). (Gen Refs: not in DPS, NES).

xxxx. Adna married Lydia Mary Winchell [born 1835] (SD p59, from Hobart Genealogy, by Edgar Hobart and Margaret Griffith, San Francisco CA, 1952).

1860. Census of Tallmadge Twp Ottawa Co indicated: Adna (uc) age 38, born 1823 in Canada, physician; Lydia age 25, born 1835 in OH, wife; Charles Nelson age 18, born 1842 in Canada; Harriet Nelson age 11, born 1849 in OH (p69p319/d578/f526). [census unclear]

1862/63. Adna of Lamont MI Ottawa Co entered service in the Civil War in the 7th Cavalry as Assistant Surgeon; commissioned 1862; resigned 1863 (MOW Part II p191; MSS v37p119; GRC; Michigan Medical History Vol 2, p841).

1870. Census of Tallmadge Twp Ottawa Co indicated: Adna age 46, physician; Lydia Sherman age 36; children Abbie, Nina (p273/d56/f54); Allen Stoddard born _____, farmer and Hannah Stoddard born _____ (p273/d56/f55). <read>

188x. No record he belonged to the GAR (SA/GARx).

xxxx. No death or burial record (SA/GRCx). 2 Children:

1. Abbe8 Sherman born 1853 in Canada (1860 Census), or Susan Abbie Sherman born in NH or OH (SD p2381).

2. Nina8 Sherman born 1864 in MI (1870 Census; not in SD).

2. Unas Ann7 Sherman born 1825. 

3. Joseph Henry7 Sherman born Jul 13 1827 in Berlin MI Ottawa Co (mc/mp). Berlin MI named changed in the 1940s to Marne MI (mc/mp; mc/sp).

1831. Aug 24th, Matilda Jane Fick born in Houghton Twp Norfolk Co Ontario Canada (mc/mp; mc/sp).

1845. Joseph left MI went to Houghton Twp Norfolk Co Ontario Canada, where his mothers relatives lived.

1850. Feb 4th, Joseph married Matilda Jane Fick at probably at Houghton Center Houghton Twp Norfolk Co Ontario Canada (mc/mp); or in 1879 Joseph married Matilda Jane Fick at Glenmeyer Ontario (mc/sp).

xxxx. Shortly after marriage he purchased 10 acres near Houghton Center; he set out 200 trees, apple and peach, also 8 cherry trees

xxxx. Joseph was a farmer, also did carpenter and mason work; tree grafting and bees were his hobby; he did clock "tinkering"; he also tamed bulls; he was 6ft 6in tall, had great strength and was very agile (mc/mp).

1895. Dec 15th, Matilda Sherman died at Houghton Twp Norfolk Co Ontario Canada; buried in the Baptist Cemetery at Houghton Ontario Canada (mc/mp).

1904. Dec 4th, Joseph entered the County Home (farm #7) (mc/mp)

1906. Jun 3rd, Joseph Sherman died at the County Home (farm #7) Simcoe Ontario Canada; also buried there (mc/mp). 7 Children:

1. William Lewis8 Sherman born 1851 in Houghton [Twp] Norfolk Co Ontario Canada, parents born in Canada (1900 Census). Called Lewis Sherman (daughter Ameila's MR). (Gen Refs: not in LDS/AF, LDS/IGI).

1854. Caroline Hamilton born in Lambton Canada, father in NY and mother in Canada, parents Courtland Hamilton and Levina Nelson (IOS/DR 3-76; Censuses).

1884. William, Caroline and Matilda immigrated into USA (1900 Census).

1884/85. Possible: William C or L Sherman taught at the Indian School in Oscoda Twp Iosco Co; hired Dec 1 1884; cancelled by mutual consent Feb 14 1885 (History of Oscoda School System, by Duane London).

1885. Louis Shearman purchased property in Sec 21 of Oscoda Twp (T24N/R5E) (Index to Early Land Owners in Iosco County MI: 1841-1896, Jan 26 1996).

1885/87. Possible: William lived in Iosco Co as son Ralph was born in Oscoda MI (Ralph's DR) and daughter Viola was born in Iosco Co MI (Viola's MR); reportedly they lived on the shore of VanEtten Lake just North of Oscoda MI (mc/ma).

xxxx. Reportedly, a story told by their daughter Alfaretta, when they lived in AuSable MI Iosco Co. One day the word was received the Indians were drunk and were going through town destroying property. They boarded up their house to indicate it was empty and hid out. They heard the Indians coming. The Indians made a camp fire on their front yard, and had a party drinking "fire water." After the Indians left they moved back into their house. (mc/dg).

1891/94. William lived in MI as sons Ernest and Kenneth were born in MI, location unknown (see below).

1900. Census of Elkland Twp Tuscola Co indicated: William L age 49, farmer; Caroline Sherman age 45, married 19 years, 6 children 5 alive (six) [six children listed in census]; children Matilda A [Alfaretta], Ralph C, Viola A, Ernest R G, Kenneth L and Amelia (p110/d144/f144).

1906. William's father Joseph died in Ontario, William lived in Oscoda MI (mc/mp).

1908. Nov 30, William Sherman died in Waichula FL, burial location unknown, he is not buried with his wife (mc/mp; Wilber Cemetery records). W L Sherman died Dec 1908, birth date not given (Seventh-day Adventist Periodical Index, Report of Progress Dec 15 1908).

1910. Caroline or children not found in MI (1910 Soundex).

1914. Mrs W L Sherman lived in Wilber Twp Iosco Co (The Iosco Co Gazette 04/25/1914).

1914. Mrs H M Rollin of Flint, with her little daughter Alice, is visiting her mother Mrs W L Sherman, Miss Alfaretta Sherman, who has been teaching at Akron, is also at home for a short time. (Gazette May 2 1914 p5c2). 

1915/30. Possible: Mrs Wm Sherman was a member of the AuSable & Oscoda Association in Detroit (undated membership list).

192x. W L Sherman (deceased) and Caroline Sherman of Wilber MI Iosco Co parents of Ernest and Ralph (SA/WW1x).

1920. Caroline lived with her son Ralph (Soundex).

1930. Caroline a Gold Star Mother, received a $20 monthly life pension starting Jul 24 1918, for son Ernest who was killed in France in WW-1, a $2,845 adjustment check was received (The Iosco County Gazette Jun 19 1930 p1c2).

1930. Mrs C E Sherman owns 75.23 acres in Wilbur Twp (35.23 acres in SE 1/4 of SW 1/4 of Sec 19, and 40 acres in NE 1/4 of NW 1/4 of Sec 30, both T23N R8E) (Plat Book).

1931. Mrs C Sherman spent the past three weeks with her daughter Mrs Rollin in Tawas City (Iosco Co Gazette Feb 19 1931).

1931. Mrs C Sherman and son Kenneth were in Flint for a week, she on business and he visited friends (Iosco Co Gazette Feb 26 1931).

1931. Mrs C Sherman visited relatives in Port Huron (Iosco Co Gazette Mar 5 1931).

1939. Mrs C Sherman and daughter Alfaretta Sherman attended the Rollins-Eckinger wedding at Tawas City (Oscoda Press Sep 29 1939 p4c3).

1937. Mrs C Sherman and son Kenneth attended a religious meeting of the Seventh Day Adventists (Iosco Co Gazette Sep 30 1937).

1940. Mrs C Sherman accompanied by Mrs/Mrs Harry Rollin of Tawas City MI visited Mrs Paulson, aka Alfaretta Sherman, in the upper peninsular (Iosco Co News Jun 7 1940, p4c1; mc/dg). 

1946. Caroline Sherman died at Wilber Twp (IOS/DR 6-76), buried in Wilber Cemetery Iosco Co, 1854-1946 (tombstone). Caroline Hamilton Sherman died Oct 24 1946, born Dec 23 1854 (Seventh-day Adventist Periodical Index, Advent Review, and Sabbath Herald Oct 24 1946; obit, Iosco County News Aug 2 1956 p4). 6 Children:

1. Alfaretta M9 Sherman (Paulson) born 1884 in Canada (1910 Soundex; mc/dg). Believed to be the same person as Matilda A Sherman born Aug 1883 in Canada (1900 Census). Paulson also shown as Paulsen, Paulding & Spaulding.

1906. Alfaretta of East Tawas MI was witness to wedding of Henry Clayton Sherman born 1885 and Mable Frances Nolan who was born 1887 (IOS/MR 3-135; The Iosco Co Gazette 09/05/1906 p5c2). 

1910. Census of Hillsdale Co indicated: Alfaretta M age 26, boarder; enumerated with Jennie Black (Soundex e110/f278).

1914. Alfaretta home for a visit, she had been teaching in Akron OH (Iosco Co Gazette 04/25/1914 p5c2).

1914. Mrs H M Rollin of Flint, with her little daughter Alice, is visiting her mother Mrs W L Sherman, Miss Alfaretta Sherman, who has been teaching at Akron, is also at home for a short time. (Gazette May 2 1914 p5c2). 

1920. Census of Saginaw Co indicated: Alfaretta age 36; a boarder enumerated with John Lambert (Soundex e157/p17).

1932. Miss Alfaretta  Sherman, who taught school at Sidnaw MI [Houghton Co] in the Upper Peninsular the past year, has returned home (Iosco Co Gazette May 26 1932 p4c1).

1939. Mrs C Sherman and daughter Alfaretta Sherman attended the Rollins-Eckinger wedding at Tawas City (Oscoda Press Sep 29 1939 p4c3).

xxxx. Alfaretta married Christian "Chris" Paulson born 188x (mc/dg).

1940. Mrs C Sherman accompanied by Mrs/Mrs Henry Rollin of Tawas City MI visited Mrs Paulson, aka Alfaretta Sherman, in the upper peninsular (Iosco Co News Jun 7 1940, p4c1). 

2. Ralph Clement9 Sherman born Jun 1885 in Oscoda MI (1900 Census; mc/tb; IOS/DR 23-94). Also given as Jun 16 1887 (mc/dg).

1912. Ralph and Eva Hamilton [probably Ralph's mother's sister] was witness to his sister Viola's wedding (GEN/MR 8-62-197). 

1914. Ralph went to Flint where he had secured employment (Iosco County Gazette 05/02/1914 p5c1)

1914. Ralph Sherman left Friday for Grand Blanc where he will have work on a farm for the summer (Tawas Herald May 8 1914 c5c4).

1914/18. Ralph Clement Sherman of Wilber MI Iosco Co a WW-1 veteran, Iosco Co File S-24 (SA/WW1x). MI Pvt Btry 330 Fld Arty WW-1 (tombstone).

1916. Ralph a single man, entered into a "Right Of Way Deed" with Eastern Michigan Power Co, involving his property in sections 19 and 30 Wilber Twp. The power company obtain the right of way to place power poles and lines about 4 feet west of Ralph's eastern property line. They paid him $1.00 to sign and agreed to pay at the rate of $50.00 per mile before construction; an pay damage to crops during construction and maintenance (IOS/LR 57-221). [This is the property described below in a warranty deed dated 1917; Ralph probable purchased it earlier on a Quit-Claim deed which was not recorded].

1916. Ralph who has been in Flint for a year or more suffered a stroke, being cared for by his sister in Flint (Iosco Co Gazette Jan 8 1916 p1c5).

1917. Ralph purchased two parcels of land, and obtained a warranty deed for 75 acres in Wilber Twp Iosco. 35 acres in SE 1/4 of SW 1/ of sec 19 (except a cemetery and a road), and 40 acres in NE 1/4 of NW 1/4 in sec 30, both in T23N/R8E (IOS/LR 59-380).

1917. Ralph (plaintiff) filed complaint for specific performance against Mr & Mrs Howard Bristol and Mr & Mrs Richard Kingsland (defendants). Resulted in a compromise settlement and complaint being discontinued (Chancery Calendar #3 Iosco County 1907-1937, p1041).

1918. Ralph Sherman planted 2 acres of watermelons, and will harvest 2,500 melons. He sells them to tourist passing his farm, he has sold as many as 200 a day (Tawas Herald, Nov 15 1918).

1920. Ralph purchased 1 acre in section 30 of Wilber Twp; part of the NE 1/4 of NW 1/4 of Sec 30 T23N/R8E (IOS/LR 66-310).

1920. Census of Iosco Co indicated: Ralph C age 32; Caroline age 65, mother; Kenneth L age 25, brother (Soundex e193/p2). 

1921. Ralph, for $25.00, gave a warranty deed to Wilber Twp "to correct title" of the cemetery in the NW corner of SE 1/4 of SW 1/4 of Sec 19 T23N/R7E Wilber Twp; an area 18 rods E/W and 20 rods N/S (IOS/LR 63-514).

1923. Ralph of Wilber, is harvesting 2500 melons, according to the E Tawas Gazette. He has sold as high as 200 melons in one day to the tourist passing (The Oscoda Press Sep 28 1923 p8c3). 

1927. May 16th, Ralph purchased two parcels of land in Wilber Twp Iosco Co from the Auditor General. He paid the 1923 delinquent taxes; $12.85 for 40 acres for the SE 1/4 of NE 1/ of Sec 19 T23N/R8E; and $21.72 for 81.24 acres for the SW 1/2 of NW 1/4 of Sec 19 T23N/R8E ((IOS/LR 25-171, 25-172). 

1828. Feb 16th, Ralph "gave notice of purchase" to James Wilson Brooks of Burlington Iowa, and Brook's right to redeem the land by paying $79.14 and the Sheriff's fee within 6 months: Same land described above. (IOS/LR 1-262).

1939. Ralph sold 2 parcels of land by warranty deed to his brother Kenneth. $400.00 for 40 acres, the NW 1/4 of NW 1/4 section 19 T23N/R8E Wilber Twp. And $1,000.00 for 80 acres, the S 1/2 of NW 1/4 sec 30 T23N/R9E Wilber Twp (IOS/LR 80-114 and 80-119).

1940. Ralph Sherman attended the auction at National City (Iosco Co News Nov 1 1940 p4c4).

1941. Ralph Sherman et al sang at William H Phelp's funeral (Iosco County Gazette 05/08/1941 p1c4).

1954. Ralph and Kenneth Sherman are entertaining company from Port Huron (ICN Dec 2 1954 Sec 3 p2c3).

1947. Wilber: Ralph Sherman attended church to hear former pastor Rev S C Carver (ETN Apr 24 1947 p13c2).

1964. Ralph Clement Sherman died (IOS/DR 23-94). Buried in Wilber Twp Cemetery in Iosco Co, Jan 16 1887 - Jul 2 1964 (tombstone). 

3. Viola Adellia9 Sherman (Rollin) born Aug 1887 in Iosco Co MI (1900 Census; her MR; mc/dg). 

1910. Possible: Census of Oakland Co indicated: Violia (sic) age 23, born 1887 in MI, step-daughter; enumerated with James Patton born 1845 and Amanda Patton born 1866 (Soundex e116/f219). 

1912. Viola age 23 born 1889 in Iosco Co married Harry M Rollin born 188x (GEN/MR 8-62-197). 

1914. Mrs H M Rollin of Flint MI and daughter Alice visited her mother in Wilber MI (The Iosco Co Gazette 04/25/1914).

1914. Mrs Rollin and little daughter had visited her mother, and returned to her home in Flint MI (The Iosco County Gazette 05/02/1914 p5c1).

1914. Mrs H M Rollin of Flint, with her little daughter Alice, is visiting her mother Mrs W L Sherman, Miss Alfaretta Sherman, who has been teaching at Akron, is also at home for a short time. (Gazette May 2 1914 p5c2). 

4. Ernest R G9 Sherman born Mar 1891 in MI (1900 Census). 192x Ernest Sherman of Wilber MI Iosco Co died in service during WW-1, Iosco Co File S-23 (SA/WW1x), killed in action in France (The Iosco County Gazette Jun 19 1930 p1c2). Wife was Alice P Fairchild (Sherman) born 190x (son Arthur's IOS/DR 37-268). 1 Child:

1. Arthur Ernest10 Sherman born 1904 in CT, married to Merlyn L Johnson born 191x, resident Baldwin Twp, no military service (IOS/DR 37-268). <read DR>

5. Kenneth Lloyd9 Sherman born Jul 21 1894 in MI (1900 Census; IOS/DR; mc/dg). Born 1894 in Vienna Ontario Canada (obit). <get obit>

1939. Kenneth bought 2 parcels of land by warranty deed from brother Ralph. (1) $400.00 for 40 acres, the NW 1/4 of NW 1/4 section 19 T23N/R8E Wilber Twp, and (2) $1,000.00 for 80 acres, the S 1/2 of NW 1/4 sec 30 T23N/R9E Wilber Twp (IOS/LR 80-114 and 80-119).

1954. Kenneth and Ralph Sherman are entertaining company from Port Huron (ICN Dec 2 1954 Sec 3 p2c3).

1964. Kenneth at age 70 married a widow named Myrtle _____ born 1896 (mc/dg).

1977. Myrtle Sherman died, 1896-1977, buried in Wilber Cemetery (tombstone).

1988. Kenneth Sherman died, 1894-1988, buried in Wilber Cemetery (tombstone).

6. Amelia9 Sherman (O'Neil) (Strong) (Lotridge) born May 1900 in MI, probably in Elkland Twp Tuscola Co MI as the census was taken 14/15 June 1900 (p110/d144/f144). In latter life she was called "Olive" and "Peggy" (mc/dg).

1933. Mrs Olive R O'Neil, nee Olive R Sherman, age 33 of E Tawas MI a domestic, married 2nd to Charles H Strong born 1863, her 2nd marriage (IOS/MR 4-1933-51).

xxxx. Amelia married 3rd to George Lotridge (mc/dg; tombstone).

1966. George Lotridge died, 1891-1966, buried in Wilber Cemetery (tombstone).

1987. Olive Lotridge died, 1900-1987, buried in Wilber Cemetery (tombstone).

2. Joseph Henry8 Sherman born 1854, died 1854 (mc/mp).

3. James Milton8 Sherman born Nov 28 1857 in Houghton [Twp] Norfolk Co Ontario Canada (mc/mp; GVWS p0). (Gen Refs: not in DPS, NES, SD, LDS/AF, LDS/IGI).

1871. <Check Norfolk Co census>

1879. James married at Glenmyer Ontario Canada to Martha Madora "Dorie" Smith, who was born c1860 [born 1861] (mc/mp), she and parents born in Canada (1910 Census; GVWS p1).

1879/81. James lived in Kingsmill Ontario (mc/mp).

1881/83. James lived at Lubmerton MI, near Grand Rapids MI (mc/mp).

1883/84. James moved to Fairground Ontario, and purchased 50 acres of land. He added another 50 acres in 1884 and built a 3 room house. He had 30 sheep, 10 milch cows, a good team of mares, hogs, chickens and farm tools. The land was swampy and uncleared; he worked hard to clear and drain the land. He got rheumatism and was laid up for 3 year and half years; the doctors took the farm for medical bills. 

1884/85. James a farmer, left his family in Houghton Center Ontario, and worked the winter in the lumber mills in Oscoda MI Iosco Co (GVWS p1).

1893. James' son Henry, was kicked by a horse. James was so angry with the horse that he rushed into the house, got his Yankee musket, and shot the horse dead. He tanned "old Charlie's" hide and it was a rug on the floor in front of his bed all the rest of his life (GHCS p1).

1900. James move to Oscoda MI Iosco Co (mc/mp).

1901. James and family immigrated to Oscoda MI Iosco Co (GVWS p2).

1904. September 19th, James became a citizen at Tawas City MI Iosco Co (mc/mp).

xxxx. James purchased 80 acres on the Pine River at Handy MI Alcona Co, and cut the cedar and then sold the land (mc/mp).

1906. James's father Joseph died in Ontario, James lived in Oscoda MI (mc/mp).

1910. Census of Oscoda MI Iosco Co indicated: James age 52, carpenter working at odd jobs; Martha M Sherman, age 49 born 1861, married 31 years, 13 children 8 alive; children Frank, Clarence, Matilda; they lived on Lake Street (p278/d139/f140; nb/7.46). 

1910. James purchased 180 acres, located on the West side of Cedar Lake about 5 miles South of Greenbush MI and about 6 miles North of Oscoda [this would be near the Alcona and Iosco county line (mc/mp, from GVMS).

1911. James and family experienced the great fire of 1911 (GVWS p5), Martha had moved back just before the fire (mc/mp from GVWS).

1913. James divorced Martha (mc/mp).

1913. James M age 56, a farmer of Greenbush MI Alcona Co, born in Canada; married in Harrisville MI Alcona Co to widow Anna Reeves/Reemes (uc) age 40 born 1873; 2d marriage for both; his parents Joseph Sherman and Jane Fick (ALC/MR 2-68).

xxxx. James was living on Anna's farm when WW-1 started, located 4 miles North and 1 mile West of his farm.

1914/16. James worked for the Fisher Co Plant #7 in Detroit MI as a sweeper, until the 1921 strike (mc/mp; GVWS).

1917. James built a two family flat in Detroit, and brought his wife there to live.

1920. Census of Alcona Co indicated: James M age 63, immigrated 1881 and naturalized in 1900; Anna Sherman age 45 born 1875 in MI, wife; five step-children named Resume (Soundex e3/p8).

1920. Census of Flint MI Genesee Co indicated: Martha age 59 born 1861 in Canada, mother-in-law, immigrated 1901; enumerated with Earnest Rathburn (Soundex e38/p14). <read>

1921. James move to Detroit MI (mc/mp).

xxxx. Martha Sherman died in Dearborn MI Wayne Co (GVWS p0).

1934. Anna made him sleep in the attic, one night he fell down the stairway 25 feet to the basement and broke his hip and was taken to Detroit Receiving Hospital. Anna refused to accept James from the hospital, so he was transferred to the County Poor Farm at Eloise MI (mc/mp).

1934. Sep 13th, James Sherman died at the poor house at Eloise MI Wayne Co (GVWS p0; mc/mp; mc/tb). Buried in Forrest Lawn Cemetery Detroit MI, arrangements were made by the widow of his son Henry Clayton Sherman (mc/mp).

1995. Both James Milton and Martha Madora were Baptized April 12th and endowment August 17th, at Oakland Co MI (mc/mp). 13 Children:
